   The Transuranium Elements are generally produced by either a particle accelerator, or by the radioactive decay of other elements. Particle accelerators are used to collide electrically charged particles with the nucleus of any atom. The process of causing a new element to be formed is called transmutation. All the transuranium elements were formed by this method.

   The other two elements, Neptunium and Plutonium can also be produced by radioactive decay. 

A half-life is the amount of time it takes for half of a substance to turn into a different substance.
